Tags will be $8.00 each and must be ordered before September 2, 2011. 

 

All official validating and tagging for hogs will be done between November 1-30.  The date will be determined later, but 

will take place as close to Nov. 30 as possible.  If you are planning on showing at any shows listed above, call the office 

and place  your tag order now.  After the order has been turned in, no additional tags may be ordered.
